Dear Friends in Christ,

As | depart from Christ Our Hope Parish |
would to thank all of you and know that you
are all in my prayers. Please keep me in your
prayers as well.

In this Sunday’s first reading we read “I will
raise up for them a prophet like you from
among their kin, and will put my words into his
mouth”. This prophecy is fulfilled in Jesus
Christ, which we see in the gospel: “What is
this? A new teaching with authority.” Jesus
can command the demons in His own Name,
He does not need to call upon another power,
because He is God.

The prophets of the Old Testament ended with
Jesus’ coming, but the saints, and especially
the Blessed Mother in our own age act in a
prophetic role calling us back to the gospel
message.

Her message to Saints Jacinta and Francisco
and Venerable Lucia in Fatima, Portugal in
1917 still speaks to us today.

Here is some of Venerable Lucia said years
later about the Blessed Mother’s apparition to
them in June 1917:

Lucia: “/ would like to ask you to take us to
Heaven.

The Blessed Mother: “Yes, I will take Jacinta
and Francisco soon. But you are to stay
here some time longer. Jesus wishes to
make use of you to make Me known and
loved. He wants to establish in the world
devotion to My Immaculate Heart*® To
whoever embraces this devotion | promise
salvation; these souls shall be dear to God,
as flowers placed by Me to adorn His
throne.

Lucia: Am I to stay here alone? | asked, sadly.

The Blessed Mother: “No, My daughter. Do
you suffer a great deal? Don’t lose heart. |
will never forsake you. My Immaculate
Heart will be your refuge and the way that
will lead you to God.

Lucia recalls years later: “As Our Lady spoke
these last words, She opened Her hands and
for the second time, She communicated to us
the rays of that immense light. We saw
ourselves in this light, as it were, immersed in
God. Jacinta and Francisco seemed to be in
that part of the light which rose towards
Heaven, and | in that which was poured out on
the earth.”

St. Jacinta, Lucia’s cousin would say later:
“The Lady said that Her Immaculate Heart will
be your refuge and the way that will lead you
to God. Don’'t you love that? Her Heart is so
good! How | love it!”

Let us always pray to and have love for the

Sacred Heart of Jesus and the Immaculate
Heart of Mary!
