BE STILL

AND KNOW THAT 1 AM GOD

What does it mean to have falth? For many of us
this is a simple question that we can answer
instantaneously. Some of the gifts that God has
given or shown to us allows to answer this
easily. For others, this faith is rather difficult to
comprehend. For the disciples in the Gospel this
weekend, this was something that they learned
“on the Job.” While the disciples were crossing
to the other side of the lake, a storm came up
and they were left to wonder if they would get
through this. For many of us these storms come
up many times through out our lives. For some
of us the loss of a loved one, loss of a job, or a
life changing decision that must be made are just
some of the storms that arise. If you can think
just over the last few days, what storms have
arisen in your life? How have you handled them?
our relationship with Christ should be at the
heart of all these storms. As in the Gospel Jesus
calms the storms immediately by saying “quiet,
be still.” These words are words that we should
utter silently when the storms of our lives come
up and we are unsure how we will get through
them. If we have had a major storm come up in
our lives, we will do one of two things. We will
either try and take control of the situation and
try to hammer out the detail ourselves, or we
will turn to God and put it in His hands. For
many of us the former will be the first way we
try as we are human and like to try to do things
on our own. As the disciples did in the Gospel,
they relied on Jesus to calm the storm, we ought
to do the same. How will you let Christ calm the
storms of your life this week?
