Dear Parishioners,

What do you think of when you hear the word
“evangelization™? For many of us we automatically
think of someone standing on the street corner
preaching and teaching about the Bible. Some
people over the years have taken this to an extreme
while others seize the moments when they feel
appropriate. For the apostles, they were in the same
predicament. Often people would write them off,
ignore them, or run them out of town. In the first
reading from the Acts of the Apostles, we hear
about how the disciples “reported what God had
done with them” (Acts 14:27).

For many of us we would consider the things
that God had done in and through the apostles to be
a miracle or, at the very least, something that may
never occur to us. The beauty of our faith is that
nothing is impossible with God. In the Gospel of
Matthew, Jesus gave the apostles the mission to
“Go and teach all nations, baptizing them in the
Name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.”
Each of us are then called to answer that call by
helping in the ways that we know best. For some of
us, that may mean volunteering within the Church
in some capacity, for others that may simply mean
leading a life of holiness and leading by example.
All of us, no matter what route we take are called
to answer that call in some way. That call may vary
throughout our lives but nevertheless, we continue
to journey on in our lives of faith.
