Dear Parishioners,

How do we make room in our hearts?
Our Gospel this weekend reminds us that
our hearts can be full of so many things,
things that distract us from the Lord and
take our minds away from where they need
to be. How easy it is to get caught up in the
mundane things of life that we neglect our
own prayer or spirituality. We are reminded
in St. Paul's letter that we are baptized into
Christ. We remember that during our
baptism, we are washed clean in the
waters and claimed as a child of God. This
also should remind us to seek God above
all else.

This theme is followed in the Gospel
where we hear the parable of the rich man
who argues with his brother. He demands
his brother to share all he has with him.
Jesus' answer is profound when He says,
