Dear Parishioners,

As we draw closer to the Feast of the
Nativity, we are reminded that preparations
have been going on for a few weeks now, but in
a sense we have just begun. We are
preparing for the coming of Christ throughout
this Advent Season, and now the final
preparations have started. If our Christmas
Shopping is not finished, we may be running
around frantically trying to find those last-
minute deals. In a few more days, we may be
spending time with friends or family at our
homes or theirs. Either way, we continue to
prepare food, gifts and decorations during this
last week of Advent.

When we prepare, are we considering our
own spiritual lives? This Monday, December
19th from 4PM -6:30PM at St Joseph's we will
have the opportunity to go to the Sacrament of
Confession. If we have not been to Confession
in several years or even just a few weeks, we
have the opportunity to receive the Sacrament
on this Monday.

After preparing we are called to act, just the
same way we are sent forth following Mass. At
the conclusion of Mass, the priest will say “Go
in peace glorifying the Lord by your life, or “go
and announce the Gospel of the Lord,” or
simply, “go in peace.”

Are we
ready to open our hearts and listen? When we
make those preparations, we should be making
them in such a way that we can listen and act so
to do the will of God in our lives.

How will you take this final week of Advent
and make the preparations you need so that you
can be sent forth, histen to the Word of God,
and act upon it in your life this week?
