Dear Parishioners,

[ would like to take an opportunity to wish
everyone a very Merry Christmas. As we gather over
the next few days with family and friends, we are
called to remember what Christmas is truly about. We
have all heard the saying that Jesus is the reason for
the season, or we must put “Christ” back in
Christmas. Even TV shows such as Charlie Brown
asks the question, “Doesn’t anyone know what
Christmas is all about?” The dialogue between
Charlie Brown and Linus goes through how the birth
of Jesus came about and reminds us that the glory of
God has been shown to us through the birth of His
Son, Jesus. This is a good reminder for all of us to
stop and remember why we celebrate this season of
Christmas.
