If you have driven by the cemetery at St Josephs,
you may have noticed some construction over the last
couple of weeks. As of this weekend the foundation has
been set and the surrounding areas are beginning to take
shape for the landscaping of our columbarium. The
columbarium will be delivered in early June and will be
able to house 24 individual cremation urns on one side
and will have 12 companion niches that hold 2 urns each.
This will provide a total of 48 spaces for cremation
inturnments. Below is a rendering of what the
columbarium will look like.

In 1963, the Catholic Church amended its teaching
on cremation thus allowing cremation to be permitted in
the Catholic Church. It has not been until the last 30
years or so that this has become an even more popular
way of burial. The teachings of the Church tell us that we
are to be buried in the ground or to be cremated. If we are
cremated the Church reminds us that we are supposed to
be buried or interred in a columbarium or a mausoleum.
This is to show the upmost respect to the person and their
body. Please stay tuned for more information on this
exciting project!!
