Dear Parishioners,

Due to recent events, we will be making
some changes to the hours the Church is open.
Normally the Church is open all the time for
people to come in and pray. Unfortunately, for
the safety of our parishioners and the Church'’s
property, the Church will be open from 7am
until 3PM. | do not make this decision lightly but
feel that it is the right decision for the safety of
our Parish. | will explain in detail at all Masses
this weekend the events that led me to make
this decision.

This weekend In Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus
sees the crowds of people and is moved with
compassion for them because they are like
sheep without a shepherd. He then calls His
twelve disciples and gives them the power to
heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse the
lepers, and cast out demons. He instructs them
to go out and preach the good news of the
kingdom of God, and to do so freely, without
expecting payment or reward. This gospel
reading reminds us of the great need for
compassion and mercy in our world today.

There are many people who are lost and
without guidance, and it is our responsibility as
Christians to reach out to them and show them
the love of Christ. Just as Jesus gave His
disciples power to heal and do good works, we
too have been given gifts and talents that we
can use to help others. However, like the
disciples, we must also be willing to step out of
our comfort zones and go out into the world to
share the gospel. It is not always easy to
proclaim the good news, but Jesus assures us
that if we trust in Him and have faith, we will be
able to do great things in His name.

Finally, this gospel reminds us of the
importance of humility and selflessness. Jesus
tells His disciples to go out without money,
bags, or extra clothing. He wants them to rely
solely on His power and provision. As we go out
to serve others, we too must be willing to put
aside our own desires and trust in God's plan
for our lives.
