Dear friends in Christ,

The readings this weekend invite us to take time and
allow the Lord to be present to us and for each of us
to take time to welcome His presence. Even God, in
Himself is not alone, but rather a union of three
persons; the Father the Son and the Holy Spirit. This
is represented to us symbolically in the first reading
when we hear of how Abraham encounters the three
men: The LORD appeared to Abraham by the
terebinth of Mamre, as he sat in the entrance of
his tent... Looking up, Abraham saw three men
standing nearby

Interestingly, when Abraham addresses his visitors,
he speaks to them as though they are one person:
Sir, if | may ask you this favor, please do not go
on past your servant. Our God is a Trinity of
persons who invite us into a relationship of love with
the God who is love

Also, in the Gospel, we find our Lord affirming
Mary's decision to simply be in the presence of
Jesus and enjoy His company: Mary... sat beside
the Lord at his feet listening to him speak.... The
Lord said... "There is need of only one thing.
Mary has chosen the better part and it will not
be taken from her.”

We too can seek the presence of the Lord in what is
called contemplative prayer. The Catechism of the
Catholic Church expiains:

What is contemplative prayer? St. Teresa answers:
“"Contemplative prayer in my opinion is nothing else
than a close sharing between friends; it means
taking time frequently to be alone with him who we
know loves us." Contemplative prayer seeks Him
"whom my soul loves." It is Jesus, and in Him, the
Father. We seek Him, because to desire Him is
always the beginning of love, and we seek Him in
that pure faith which causes us to be born of Him
and to live in Him. In this inner prayer we can still
meditate, but our attention is fixed on the Lord
Himself. (CCC, #2709)
